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Summary of Activities April 2023 - March 2024

The Museum Act was partially revised for the first time in 70 years, and the changes went into effect on April 1, 2023. These
included initiatives to digitize and archive museum materials and to contribute to tourism and regional development, signaling
that new roles are envisioned for museums.

Since the Museum Act was introduced in 1951, national museums and art galleries have been exempt from its provisions.
Nonetheless, the National Art Center, Tokyo faces widespread expectations that we will foster an array of cultural activities
and serve visitors from throughout Japan and the world.

On May 8, 2023, COVID-19 was reclassified as a Class 5 infectious disease (much less severe than its previous status), and
many restrictions and preventive measures were lifted, contributing to an increase in visitor numbers.

This fiscal year saw the implementation of exhibitions postponed due to the pandemic, which meant that many jointly orga-
nized exhibitions and independently organized special exhibitions of contemporary art were held. Ten exhibitions took place
partially or fully within this fiscal year, enriching the Center’s diverse lineup of shows and far surpassing the annual visitor goal.

In terms of artist association exhibitions, 82 groups from various parts of Japan made full use of all available spaces, drawing
approximately 1.08 million visitors. The presence of many overseas visitors was notable, and the total number of visitors to
special exhibitions and artist associations’ exhibitions reached approximately 2.28 million. This was 1.5 times higher than the
previous fiscal year, and showed that we have finally returned to pre-pandemic levels.

This fiscal year, the NACT collaborated with world-class European art museums such as the Louvre, Tate Modern, and the
Musée Matisse in Nice to host exhibitions with such captivating themes as love, light, and Cut-Outs, which drew a diverse au-
dience.

Yves Saint Laurent, Across the Style, realized with extensive support from the Musée Yves Saint Laurent Paris, was the first
major retrospective in Japan since Yves Saint Laurent’s death, and attracted numerous admirers.

The year’s highlights also included contemporary art exhibitions that effectively utilized spaces only available at the National
Art Center, Tokyo. Cai Guo-Qiang: Ramble in the Cosmos — From Primeval Fireball Onward featured a dynamic display spanning
a 2,000-square-meter gallery without making use of the walls, offering an unobstructed view of the exhibit. Shinji Ohmaki: Inter-
face of Being presented an immersive environment that engaged all the senses through a stunning installation, poetry readings,
and dance performances. Both exhibitions were highly acclaimed, and Cai Guo-Qiang and Shinji Ohmaki won the 74th Minis-
ter of Education’s Art Encouragement Prize and Encouragement Prize for New Artists, respectively. These accolades are also
high honors for the National Art Center, Tokyo.

Meanwhile, the group exhibition Universal / Remote illustrated how remote connectivity facilitated maintenance of contact
during the pandemic while also illuminating major shifts in personal relationships, lifestyles, and values, and resonated with
overseas as well as Japanese audiences.

In the third edition of NACT View, an initiative that utilizes the Center’s public area, Atsushi Watanabe rendered visible the di-
visions and solidarity among socially withdrawn individuals. The fourth edition, by Wada Reijiro, focused on the seasonal trans-
formation of fruits planted outdoors in an engaging display that connected humans and vegetation (nature).

Education and public programs were designed for families with limited opportunities to visit art museums, offering workshops
for parents and children and inviting families who attended NPO-based learning, dietary, and other support activities, to the
Center. This year also saw the introduction of artist-led workshops for company employees. Meanwhile, the second edition of
the NACT Youth Project! was a small-group, artist-led workshop that nurtured teenagers’ abilities to think and express them-
selves over the course of six months. This year, participants also organized an exhibition, showcasing their autonomy and serv-
ing as a platform for presentation of their creations.



The Center’s ever-popular architectural tours saw intense competition to join this year, with over 2,000 people hoping to par-
ticipate. The photogenic architecture of Kisho Kurokawa gained wide traction on social media both in Japan and abroad, fur-
ther raising the National Art Center, Tokyo’s profile.

In terms of public relations efforts, the museum focused on promoting special exhibitions of contemporary art overseas, actively
pursuing activities such as video streaming in English, Chinese, and Korean, as well as hosting English-language press tours
and issuing press releases accompanied by English translations.

It was particularly gratifying that during Museum Week 2023, an event celebrated on social media by cultural institutions
worldwide, the National Art Center, Tokyo was ranked sixth in the category of “Top participants.”

In terms of collection and provision of the library and information services, the NACT digitized materials related to Nobuo Yam-
agishi and the Tokiwa Gallery, which played an important role in supporting young contemporary artists after World War Il. This
steadily advancing effort was aimed at enhancing the convenience of access to these materials.

Fiscal 2023 was a year of significant achievements for the museum through a variety of exhibitions, expansion of inclusive ed-
ucation and public programs, enhanced visitor services, public relations efforts, and the exploration of unique-venue initiatives.
With the subsidence of the COVID-19 crisis, there was a notable increase in visitors not only from Europe and the Americas
but also from Asia, the Middle East, and South America, and attendance was robust throughout the year.

This exhibition was a retrospective of the work of Cai Guo-Qiang, an internationally renowned artist who began his career as a contemporary
creator in Japan and has been based in New York since the mid-1990s. It presented a new perspective that took Ramble in the Cosmos, key
works from his time in Japan, as a starting point.

After relocating from his homeland of China to Japan in the mid-1980s, Cai gained broad-based support, including from people in lwaki,
Fukushima (which was devastated by the 2011 earthquake and tsunami) with whom he still maintains relationships. He went on to create
his distinctive gunpowder paintings and art projects. This exhibition dynamically presented Ramble in the Cosmos, his first major series and
a foundation for his subsequent projects, alongside a new large-scale piece, Encounter with the Unknown, which encapsulates Cai’s long-
standing fascination with outer space. This was an exhibition that could only have been held in a column-free, 2000-square-meter space like
that at the NACT, and generated great public interest. The multi-faceted overview of Cai’s creative trajectory also featured major works from
the collections of Japanese museums dating from his time in the country, valuable archival materials documenting his activities here, works
created after his move to the US, and videos documenting art projects conducted both in Japan and elsewhere, while a fireworks event was
held in Iwaki in conjunction with the exhibition. An international symposium with experts from Japan and abroad was held while the exhibition
was in session. Cai was highly lauded for this exhibition, and was awarded the 74th Minister of Education’s Art Encouragement Prize for fiscal
2023.

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This exhibition featured artworks from the Tate collection in the UK carefully selected based on the theme of light. It traced the creativity of
artists across two centuries, spanning from the end of the eighteenth century to the present day.

It included the works of leading British painters of the modern era, such as Joseph Mallord William Turner, dubbed “the painter of light,” and
the master landscape painter John Constable, as well as Claude Monet and other Impressionists. The exhibition also featured a film work by
Laszl6 Moholy-Nagy and the outcomes of experiments with light by Bauhaus photographers, as well as visual experiences delivered by such
contemporary artists as Bridget Riley, James Turrell, and Olafur Eliasson.

The exhibition had an unprecedented structure, bringing together approximately 120 works arranged into thematic sections spanning time and
space. It examined how artists across generations have been preoccupied by the qualities and luminosity of light in all types of media, ranging
from painting and photography to sculpture, drawing, kinetic art, installation and the moving image.
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Yves Saint Laurent, Across the Style
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Following the sudden death of Christian Dior, in 1958 Yves Saint Laurent made a brilliant debut as a designer at the House of Dior. In 1962
he launched his own brand, Yves Saint Laurent, and he remained at the forefront of the international fashion scene over nearly half a century
until his retirement in 2002. Yves Saint Laurent revolutionized women’s wardrobes by establishing such staples as the safari look, pants suits,
pea coats, and trench coats.

This exhibition, organized with the full cooperation of the Musée Yves Saint Laurent Paris, marked the first major retrospective of the
designer’s works to be staged in Japan since his death. The exhibition presented as a comprehensive overview of Yves Saint Laurent’s work,
throughout his 40-year career, from his debut at the tender age of 21 through the establishment of his unique style influenced by visual art,
performing arts, and Japan, and the successful inaugural collection of his own brand. It featured 110 of the designer’s looks as well as 262
items including accessories, drawings, and photographs, in 12 sections. It offered an up—close and personal experience with the unrivaled and
magnificent world of beauty that emerged from Yves Saint Laurent, one of the great talents of the second half of the 20th century.
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Shinji Ohmaki: Interface of Being
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Shinji Ohmaki (b. 1971) is a Japanese artist internationally known for creating large-scale installations that inquire into the nature of being
and disrupt the somatic senses of viewers. This exhibition made full use of the eight-meter-high ceilings of the National Art Center, Tokyo to
present the largest versions yet of his notable installation series Gravity and Grace and Liminal Air. It was also the first extensive presentation
of delicate drawings that act as a dynamic creative force behind his works, as well as new video installations, photograms, and watercolors.
The works were accompanied by stunning soundscapes and poetry by Ryoko Sekiguchi, a poet active in France. Numerous dance
performances produced by Ohmaki were also staged in the venue, highlighting his practice as composite art for the contemporary era. The
exhibition catalogue reexamined Ohmaki’s works from scholarly and cultural-historical perspectives, offering a new framework for evaluation
of the artist.

Supported by the Japan Cultural Expo, the exhibition offered free admission and focused on international outreach and inbound tourism
strategies. As a result, it attracted an extraordinary number of visitors for a contemporary art exhibition. The content of the exhibition was
highly acclaimed, and Ohmaki was awarded the 74th Minister of Education’s Art Encouragement Prize for New Artists for 2023.
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Henri Matisse - Forms in Freedom
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This exhibition focused on the Cut-Outs that Henri Matisse, known as one of the greatest masters of 20th-century art, prolifically produced
in his later years, in which he cut shapes and images out of colored paper with scissors and pasted them onto other sheets of paper. Due to
their fragility, the Cut-Outs are not often loaned and have not often been exhibited outside France, whether in Japan or elsewhere. However,
with the full cooperation of the collection of the Musée Matisse Nice, France, it was possible to present a wide variety of these extraordinary
Cut-Outs in this exhibition. A highlight was the spectacular first-ever display in Japan of the large and stunning Flowers and Fruits, measuring
four by eight meters, made possible by the eight-meter-high ceiling of the National Art Center, Tokyo. The exhibition also featured numerous
oil paintings, sculptures, and drawings, thoroughly tracing Matisse’s creative arc leading to the Cut-Outs. This enabled a full-fledged scholarly
examination of the Cut-Outs in relation to artistic issues that Matisse grappled with throughout his life, which were deeply related to his
work in stage arts, murals, and tapestries. The exhibition concluded with a recreation of the interior decoration of the Chapelle du Rosaire de
Vence (often referred to as the Vence Chapel), which was built in Matisse’s final years, offering a space for visitors to experience the stunning
culmination of his artistic practice.
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Universal / Remote
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Since the late 20th century, people, capital, and information came to move on a global scale. We entered a new phase in the 2010s along
with the proliferation of smart devices, and issues such as excessive tourism, shifting of industry’s production costs and environmental impact
to developing nations, the digital divide and so forth were only worsening as the 2020s dawned. And while the outbreak of a pandemic that
recognized no borders suddenly put the brakes on the movement of people, the limitless flow of capital and information showed no sign
of stopping. In fact, it seems we are seeing the true visage of capital and information systems for the first time. The rich and the poor, the
powerful and the powerless: imbalances in our world are becoming more explicit all the time. The distorted realities of our world seem to
become increasingly blatant. The exhibition title Universal / Remote references prevailing conditions in the 21st century as capital and data
flow freely on a global scale. Conveying comical aspects of the excesses of surveillance and high-tech networks, as well as the profound
isolation of human beings, works in this exhibition seem to grapple head-on with the current era and with the post-COVID world. The
exhibition presented the works of eight artists and one group addressing the state of society in the 21st century as shaped by the conditions
described above, focusing on two concepts, “Constant Growth at a Pan-Global Scale” and “The Remote Individual.”
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NACT View 02: Nohara Tsukiji, Nezumikke
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The second edition of the NACT View series, a project utilizing the Center’s public area newly launched in 2022, featured the young animation
artist Nohara Tsukiji. Tsukiji explores new terrain in videos that synthesize live action with animated images, or employ analog filming
techniques, based on the theme of a fusion of two and three dimensions. In this exhibit, an eye-catching, vividly colored mouse appeared in
various places throughout the building. The main display consisted of projection mapping in two spaces: the café space including the two
concrete cones in the center of the entrance lobby, and the passageway that connects Nogizaka Station and the building.

Also, by making use of a special app designed for the exhibition, visitors could enjoy watching augmented reality (AR) animation on their
smartphones or tablets by scanning “targets” scattered through the building. Both works were endeavors to expand viewing experiences and
effectively utilize the architectural forms of the NACT. In addition, some of the contents were updated and exhibited as an advance exhibition
program for the “Roppongi Art Night 2023” held in May.
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NACT View 03: Atsushi Watanabe (I'm here project) | Hate Free Hugs
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This exhibition, the third installment of the NACT View series launched in 2022, featured Atsushi Watanabe. The artist deals with issues
related to hikikomori (social withdrawal, a condition he has experienced personally) and strives to create collaborations with those who are
currently suffering from the condition, while engaging directly with society as an activist. In 2018, Watanabe launched the I'm here project,
in which he made collaborative works with people who were suffering from hikikomori or feelings of isolation at The National Art Center,
Tokyo. The Center has displayed installations and video works related to the |/ Hate Free Hugs project he began in 2021. By listening to and
collaborating with those who feel isolated and drawing on his own experiences, Watanabe’s work highlights the unseen and explores possible
connections with distant persons. This exhibition, featuring several new works, gave visitors opportunities to engage with the experiences of
those who find it difficult to be physically present.
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NACT View 04 F0H#L758B : FORBIDDEN FRUIT
NACT View 04 Reijiro Wada: FORBIDDEN FRUIT
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This exhibition, the fourth installment of the NACT View series launched in 2022, featured the outdoor works of Reijiro Wada, an artist
active both in Japan and overseas, displayed for approximately six months. Wada’s installation Forbidden Fruit consisted of multiple layers
of tempered glass, fresh fruit, and fruit trees. Various fruits launched from a central, human-sized space were captured between layers of
tempered glass, suspended in mid-air, and gradually fell to the ground and decayed. The title Forbidden Fruit refers to the Tree of Knowledge
in the biblical Book of Genesis, and the work includes a mix of mythologically related fruits such as apples, grapes, figs, and pomegranates,
alongside bronze objects resembling bullets and poppy seeds. The radially structured tempered glass had the effect of a transparent
Panopticon, implying human conflicts concealed within this mythological paradise. Integrating elements of architecture and gardens, the
exhibition crystallized primal themes of life and time in landscape form.

The National Art Center, Tokyo provides exhibition space to artist associations from around the country for public exhibitions and other
events. In fiscal 2023, 82 such exhibitions were held at the NACT, attracting a total of 1,075,764 visitors from Session 1 to Session 25 (April 5,2023

to April 1, 2024.)
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Educahon and Public Programs

In fiscal 2023 we continued the NACT Lecture Series launched the previous year, as well as the second phase of the NACT Youth Project
targeted at junior high and high school students. We also hosted a series of lectures, symposiums, performances, and architectural tours led
by lecturers from diverse fields that provided broad audiences with opportunities to engage with art and museums. While most programs were
conducted in person as the COVID-19 pandemic subsided, we also streamed recorded videos of talks and lectures after the events to reach a
wider audience, and offered sign language interpretation and text support for select programs to enhance accessibility. As a new initiative, in
collaboration with the National Center for Art Research, we launched the Museum Debut Program for Children aimed at familiarizing children
with museums, and Corporate Artist Workshops fostering corporate collaborations. Meanwhile, the Tuesday at the NACT school invitation
project, established in 2017, was conducted twice in 2023 with corporate backing, boosting opportunities for local students to experience art.
In addition, we continued to welcome interns and student volunteers, enhancing their understanding of museum operations and contributing to
development of their gifts.

We have focused on comprehensively collecting, cataloging, and making publicly available Japanese exhibition catalogues, as well as
publications related to modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art. Retroactive cataloging of exhibition
catalogues mainly given from galleries proceeded in NACSIS-CAT, with 4,214 new records added, and we continued our efforts from the
previous year, restoring 45 fragile items.

Our program of donating and exchanging exhibition catalogues continued in fiscal 2023. We solicited donations and sent printed matter
such as exhibition catalogues published by the Center to 395 museums, university libraries, and other related institutions across Japan, and
also sent them to 90 institutions abroad. We also continued our efforts to improve overseas access to materials on Japanese art through the
JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project, which donates catalogues of Japanese art exhibitions to four overseas institutions devoted to the study
of Japanese art. In March 2024, we visited Columbia University Avery Architectural and Fine Arts Library, Freer Gallery of Art and Arthur M.
Sackler Gallery Library, and Archives, Library, and Research Collections Department, The Museum of Modern Art, New York. During these
visits, we exchanged views on the usage of Japanese exhibition catalogues and archive management.

In terms of archives, we digitized 485 paper-printed photographs from the Tokiwa Gallery collection and 57 audio tapes related to Nobuo
Yamagishi. Additionally, we provided five digital images from Jasia Reichardt’s Fluorescent Chrysanthemum in the exhibition panels and the
catalogue for the Images and Symbols: Rereading the Art in the 1960s exhibition (The Museum of Modern Art, Kamakura & Hayama, from
December 9, 2023, to February 12, 2024). For the purposes of research papers, exhibition preparation, and research for artwork production,
we accepted seven applications for special materials : digital images (355 items) and video materials (1 item). As part of our collaboration
with universities, we conducted an Art Archive Lecture at Keio University Art Center during the spring and autumn terms, with the intent of
disseminating our collection.

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The NACT website (https://www.nact.jp) is a user-friendly medium that conveys information about the Center’s diverse activities.

A redesign in fiscal 2022 made the website more seamlessly compatible with mobile devices, which account for over 70% of site visits, and
the functionality of features such as the calendar and event search was enhanced. Also, the website displays logos of companies that support
the NACT’s operations and programs.

In addition to the website, we are making use of outlets such as social media. The Center has been regularly sharing information about
exhibitions, recommended spots in the NACT, and other content that boosts public familiariton its X (formerly Twitter), Facebook, Instagram,
and YouTube accounts. The number of followers on each platform has been steadily increasing, and as of April 2024, the number of X
followers was approximately 320,000, the highest of any art venue in Japan, and Instagram showed an especially remarkable rate of increase,
exceeding 150,000 followers. In terms of video content, the Center resolved to primarily make of use YouTube rather than Vimeo, as the former
provides greater user access.

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For our special exhibitions, we collaborated with co-organizers to hold press conferences and press previews, and conducted numerous
interviews and media shoots, including researcher’s TV and radio appearances, aiming to enhance the quality and quantity of publicity for
these exhibitions.

At the start of 2023, we upgraded our website’s Press page, distributing press releases that not only highlighted exhibition lineups but also
covered educational and outreach programs such as events and workshops, strengthening our outreach to press contacts.

Utilizing the Agency for Cultural Affairs’ Japan Cultural Expo 2.0 program for fiscal 2023, we have placed a strong emphasis on international
publicity. These measures included simultaneous and consecutive interpreter-assisted press conferences for the exhibitions Ramble in the
Cosmos— From Primeval Fireball Onward and Universal / Remote. We conducted English press tours for Shinji Ohmaki: Interface of Being, and
arranged both individual and group interviews with artists for the international press. For Universal / Remote, we placed video advertisements
on CNN in English and Chinese that boosted international awareness of the Center’s activities.
